Dan’s Doodles: “Being the Hands and Feet of Jesus” 
  
 In case you missed my message on Sunday (remember that you can listen to the messages online) I broke 
down some of the areas that we are striving to be as a church.  Overall, we want to be about loving God and 
loving people (see new logo- top right).  Our theme verses are Matthew 22:37-39.   37 Jesus replied: “‘Love the 
Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.’ 38 This is the first and greatest 
commandment. 39 And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’ 
 Underneath the umbrella of our motto of loving God…loving people, we have 6 main purposes.  1) Build a 
foundation of prayer 2) Spread the message of Jesus 3) Biblical teaching 4) Spiritual growth 5) Strengthen families 
and 6) Impact our community 
 Under the last area I want to talk about a new opportunity that we are going to start called the “The 
Dollar Club”.  Here is how it works.  We are going to encourage everyone to give one dollar a week on top of 
what they normally give.  We will have a special box set up in the lobby to put our money into.  Once a month we 
will take all of that money and simply give it away to somebody in our community.  Occasionally, we may use it 
for somebody in our church, but most of the time we hope to be a blessing to someone in our community, 
someone who has a specific need that we can help meet.  Maybe a car needs fixed, a bill needs paid, a project 
needs done on a house etc… We will pray about each situation and then give the money away, no strings 
attached.  When we pool our resources, great things can happen.  We believe this is one way to be the hands and 
feet of Jesus in our community. 
 So, consider buying one less coffee this week or getting water at the restaurant instead of pop or some 
other small way that you could cut back in order to be a part of The Dollar Club.  We will begin collecting money 
on Sunday Jan. 8th.  If you hear of specific needs in the community, let us know about it and we will pray about 
the possibility of helping out each need that is presented to us.  Please help us impact our community through 
The Dollar Club.

 We did want to point out this movie is rated PG-13.  It is made by the same church that made “Fireproof.”   
It has a wonderful message but there are a couple scenes that could be a little scary for younger kids.  We will 
have a nursery and activities for younger kids available if you are not comfortable with your children watching 
the movie.   
 If you haven’t seen it yet, here is a description of the movie: Four men, one calling: To serve and protect. 
As law enforcement officers, they are confident and focused, standing up to the worst the streets have to offer. 
Yet at the end of the day, they face a challenge that none of them are truly prepared to tackle: fatherhood. 
 When tragedy strikes home, these men are left wrestling with their hopes, their 
fears, their faith, and their fathering. Can a newfound urgency help these dads draw 
closer to God ... and to their children?
